Dear Parishioners, 

 

 ñThe Twenty-fifth Day of December, when ages beyond number had run 

their course from the creation of the world, when God in the beginning created 

heaven and earth, and formed man in his own likeness; when century upon centu-

ry had passed since the Almighty set his bow in the clouds after the Great Flood, 

as a sign of covenant and peace; in the twenty-first century since Abraham, our 

father in faith, came out of Ur of the Chaldees; in the thirteenth century since the 

people of Israel were led by Moses in the Exodus from Egypt; around the thou-

sandth year since David was anointed King; in the sixty-fifth week of the prophe-

cy of Daniel; in the one hundred and ninety-fourth Olympiad; in the year seven 

hundred and fifty-two since the foundation of the City of Rome; in the forty-

second year of the reign of Caesar Octavian Augustus, the whole world being at 

peace, JESUS CHRIST, eternal God and Son of the eternal Father, desiring to 

consecrate the world by his most loving presence, was conceived by the Holy 

Spirit, and when nine months had passed since his conception, was born of the 

Virgin Mary in Bethlehem of Judah, and was made man:  The Nativity of Our 

Lord Jesus Christ according to the flesh.ò  This beautiful proclamation is the an-

nouncement of the Solemnity of the Nativity of the Lord from the Roman Martyr-

ology. It has been a tradition in our Church to proclaim this announcement in 

song at the Midnight Mass on Christmas, a tradition that we will maintain. 

 

 Today, we celebrate Godôs love being revealed to us in flesh and blood.    

In terms of doctrines of faith, today is Incarnation of our God, ñthe Word becom-

ing flesh and making his dwelling among us;ò in terms of Scripture, today is the 

day that the words of St. John are fulfilled when He writes: ñGod so loved the 

world that He gave His only Son that whoever believes in him may not die but 

may have eternal life; and in terms of love, today is the fullest expression of 

loveð for God not only shows us the extent of His love for us, but also reveals to 

us in flesh and blood how we need to love.  Christmas is truly Godôs gift of Him-

self to us.  And in response, I invite you to consider some Christmas gifts to Him: 

For your enemiesðforgiveness;  For a friendðyour heart 

For familyðyour love and caring;  For allðcharity 

For every childða good example; For yourselfðrespect 

And for your parish familyðyour time, talents, and treasures

she could do better, designed a bracelet of her 

own, and got permission to sell them at school 

for a minimum donation of 25-cents. 

Allison 

raised well over $100 for the Blessing Breast 

Center.
