And 

Joseph too went up from Galilee from the town of Nazareth to Judea, to the city of 

David that is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and family of David, 

to be enrolled with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child.  While they were 

there, the time came for her to have her child, and she gave birth to her firstborn 

son. She wrapped him in swaddling clothes and laid him in a manger, because 

there was no room for them in the inn.ò  Thus begins the gospel reading for the 

Christmas Mass during the night.  In this particular gospel, we find the Word of 

God coming among us at a particular time, in a particular era, to be born and to live 

among us.  And thus the history of salvation reaches its fulfillment and the grace of 

our God is present to us, and in the words of St. Paul to Titus, ñsaving all and 

training us to reject godless ways and worldly desires and to live temperately, just-

ly, and devoutly in this age, as we await the blessed hope, the appearance of the 

glory of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ.ò  May this good News resonate in 

our hearts and lives as we thank our God for the gift of His Son, who shows us the 

way to our Father.
