Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time, October 9, 2022

Dear Parishioners,

Our readings today, both in the first and the gospel, deal with people suf-

fering from what is leprosy. Whether this was leprosy as in what is called

“Hansen’s disease,” or perhaps some other kind of skin disease, we do not know.

What we do know is that any type of infection was taken very seriously as it could
wipe out the entire community. So people who showed any type of skin infection
that could be contagious were ostracized from the community in order to protect
the community. That means they had to live outside the community, cry out
“unclean” if anyone approached them. No one could touch or come near them. In
our gospel, Jesus is approached by ten lepers. As it tells us, “they stayed at a dis-
tance from him and raised their voices, “Jesus, Master! Have pity on us!” And
Jesus did. He healed all ten. Jesus then tells them to “go show yourselves to the
priests” so that they could be rendered as clean once again and be restored to the
community. On their way, they realized they were cured but only one returned to
Jesus to thank Him. And as the gospel states, “he was a Samaritan.” What the
Samaritan would discover that the others failed, was that his thankfulness led him
to a faith in Jesus. Hearing the words Jesus would say, “stand up and go; your
faith has saved you.” Those words would echo through the rest of his life as he
realized who Jesus was. That simple thankfulness led this Samaritan to a new dis-
covery of who Jesus was. And hopefully it is a lesson for all of us. To be a
thankful people for all that God has given to us and our thankfulness will lead us

to a deeper faith in Jesus who brings the hope of salvation to all of us.

This Saturday night, we welcome the students of Quincy Notre Dame and
their guests to our 5:00 p.m. Mass as they celebrate their homecoming. The prac-

tice of celebrating Mass together before their dinner and dance has been a tradi-

tion here for the past 10 years. And it is a beautiful tradition as it blends our faith
into life as a student. We ask God to watch over our young people tonight and

help them make wise decisions and protect them from all harm.

Also this Sunday afternoon, our 8th grade class and their chaperones will
be heading to Washington D.C. for their annual class trip. They will be leaving in

the afternoon and we pray that they have a very safe and memorable trip. Fr.
Zach will be accompanying them in their journey to the various sites. Please keep
them all in your prayers and they will return next Friday evening.

Just a reminder that we will have another Smore evening next Sunday
evening, October 16th. It was such a great evening for families that we want to do

it again. We will also have a Mass in the grass that same evening at 5:00 p.m.

We ask you to bring your blankets and/or chairs as we celebrate Mass in God’s

outdoor cathedral (next to Seton Hall). After Mass we will have our Smore even-
ing. Come and enjoy. Let’s pray that the weather is as beautiful as it is this week.

Also, Fr. Delix Michel will be coming to the parish on the weekend of
October 15-16th to thank us for our efforts in supporting our sister parishes in
Haiti. Haiti at this time is in turmoil and the parishioners of our sister parishes

need our financial assistance more so than ever as they deal with hunger, poverty,
corruption, kidnappings, other atrocities to the dignity of the human person.
